While COVID-19 limits
the number of people who can safely gather in-person, holding a
tournament, outdoor activity or live event with a live-streaming component
is a great way to bring people together while observing social distancing.

SET UP A TICKETED EVENT PAGE
ONLINE FUNDRAISING is our secret weapon!

1. Set up your ticketed event page with the help of RAVEN staff. We'll set it up during a Zoom or phone call and give you the event URL.
Choose a date, set a fundraising goal, and choose a price for your event (we suggest a sliding scale from $0-$50)

2. Tell your story. Tell people why you are fundraising. Whether you want to save orca whales, stand up for the rights of Indigenous
Peoples, or protect the climate: share your passion! Let your family and friends know why this matters to you.

3.Spread the word. It's always best to start by emailing your close contacts because they are the most likely to attend.
Try sending some quick personal messages to your inner circle to build up some momentum. Then send a more general email to
reach all of your other contacts. Be sure to let people know they can also donate if they can’t actually attend your event.

4. Share on social media.

One of the best strategies to use on both Facebook and Twitter is tagging and thanking people that have already bought tickets or donated
while you are promoting. This spreads your message further and lets the people you are asking know that people are already

getting behind you.
